Their "In-service Driver Training Program" revolves around a four-pronged
approach to educating drivers on safe bus driving. The program includes four
hours of training prior to the school year, with both classroom instruction and
behind the wheel skills assessment. Training continues throughout the school
year with both fall and spring in-service courses focusing on specific topics,
and a year-end course evaluation to assess the results and prepare for the
next school year.

In addition, the Harford County Public Schools evaluate each driver on an
annual basis, ensuring skills are retained from training and implemented into
daily practice.



The results have been significant. Harford County has seen preventable
accidents significantly decrease, while the number of students transported
and miles driven have increased.
